for a day. Two large new gas engmes were
first installed and completely new shafting
and belting were set up right through the
works. Then each lathe, press and -other
machine was carried over separately, fixed
in its new position and started to work 1m-
mediately. A great deal of hard work and

careful organisation were necessary of course,
but the whole removal was conducted without
a hitch.

In my old building most of the big presses
were set up on boarded floors underneath
which were large cellars, and 1 assure you
that when they were all at work the noise was
terrificc. In my new factory all the floors
had been specially prepared with concrete
beds to receive presses and other machines
of a very heavy type, with the result that there
was no vibration and very little noise when the
workshops were in full swing.

Our offices and clerical staff were still in
West Derby Road, but plans had been com-
pleted for a new building to be erected along-
side the factory in Binns Road, which should
include office accommodation, a fine model
room; and a very large room with 25,000 sq. it.
of floor space, to be used for assembling and
packing the completed Meccano outfits.  The
work was begun and pushed forward rapialy,

but just before completion the great war
broke out and naturally held us back to some

extent. Most of you will remember. the excite-
ment of this period, and I always look back on
that time with feelings of gratitude for the
narrow escape which I had from an unpleasant
experience. At the end of July I was In
Berlin on a visit to the head office of the German
Meccano Company, and I anticipated making
rather a lengthy stay there. When the trouble
broke cut and things became so unsettled, I
thought it best to get back to England, although
I had no notion whatever that my own country
could possibly be concerned in the trouble.

When I reached home I found that war be-
tween this country and Germany had already
been declared, and that by a great piece of
good fortune I had travelled on the last train
which left Berlin for Holland bearing Englhsh
passengers. 1f 1 had delayed another few
hours I should certainly have shared the fate
of the thousands of unfortunate Enghshmen

who were afterwards interned in Germany
under such trying conditions.

Shortly after my arrival home we were able
to transfer over to our new premises, and we
very quickly made ourselves at home. Our
new great assembling rooms were soon going
in full swing, and right throughout the works
we settled down ta produce Meccano under
the happiest and best conditions,

further ahead than a bu_', and he will make the
meetings much more interesting, orderly, and
enjoyable. He can obtain a club room for you,
because he is in touch with business people,

and others who have vonsiderable mHuence. He

can make the business side of the c¢lub run

sinoothly, for under his wise direction the little
differences which frequently arise are quietly
regulated. He can help to draw up the sylla-

bus, ensurc the orderly running of exhibitions,

socials, concerts, &c., and can enlist the support
and help of other gentlemen of mmfluence. He

may be a Church Mimster. a Y.M.C.A. or Boy
Scout official, a religious or educational official,
or any gentleman interested in boys and boys’
work, and you know how helpful a gentleman
of this type can be.
