Hydraulic Crane

As announced in our last issue, it is our intention to illustrate in cach
number of the Meccano Magazine an entirely new Meccano model.  Many of them
will be models that bave won prizes in our recent Competitions.  In due course they

" will appear in new editions of the Mecenno Manuals, and will be
fully illustrated and described.

This model is designed to illustrate the oppration of a Hydraulic
Crang, in which great power is utilised to force two or more sets of
pulley wheels apart, chains passing round the pulicy wheels so that by a
small movement of the operating power a greal movement of the load
is effccted.  In the model, instead of water power, screws are used to
move the chain or cord pulleys.

In this crane the weight is raised or lowered by operating the hand-
wheel facing the rear of the Crano truck.  The spindle of this handwheel
is geared to the erown wheel which may be seon in the illustrnl‘iun*: 0
sear wheel on the erown wheel axle engaging pinions on two vertical
threaded rods, one only of which is shown in the illustration. Two
threaded cranks engage the threaded rods and move up or
down as the rods are rotated. A lengih of rod is connected Lo
the threaded cranks and carries small pulleys as shown at the
top round which the operating cord passes, being led also round
other small pulleys at the base of the jib, the free end of the
cord passing over the pulley at the top of the jib. “The nb
is swivelled by the erank handle at the side of the truek, and
the whole Crane is causeil to move on the four travelling
wheels by the erank handle at the near end.

Meccano and
Electricity.

Different Kinds of Electricity.

There are two kinds of FEleclricity, a fact
which any -baoy will understand by carrying:
out one or two simple experiments. If a glase
rod is rubbed with a picco of dry silk it be-
comes charged with electricity, and when
placed in eontact with some small pieces of
tissuc paper or other light substance it will
bo found, first of all, to attract the particlen
and then after a short time to repel them.

An ‘amber rod or a rod of sealing wax
rubbed with dey flannel or fur acts in just the:
game way ; but if, after rubbing, the amber
rod is placed close to the partieles which were
repelled by, the glass rod, 16 will be found that
they adhera to it and are not repelied.

Rubbing the rod charges it wilh clectricity
which is passed on to the tiny particles; im-
mediately these become charged they no lon-
w#or adhore ta the rod, and it is obvious (rom
this that two bodies charged with the same

kind of eloetricity ropol cach othor.

We noticed, however, that the amber red

atéracted mnd held the particles cast off by tho
glass rod, and wo come Lo the conclusion that
the Electricity in these particles must bo dif.
ferent from the oleotricity in the rod.

As & matter of fact, the glass rod when
rubbed, becomes charged with what is known
as ' positive "' clectricity, whilst the amber
rod becomes charged with *“negalive ™ elec-
tricity.

Tt will e well to remember thiz, and alsos

that two “ positives” and two "nogatives'
repel cach other, whilst a ' positive” and a.
“negative "' attract cach cother, IFleetneity:
thus acta very much like that mysterious:
iorce, magmetism, and we shall deal mere,

The elcctricity pencerated by rubbing is
known as ** Frictional Electricily & aml comes
under the heading of ' Electrostatics.” It.
is of very little practical vse, as no power
worth mentioning can be derived from it.

The Electricity with which most of us are.
now familiar is that which lights our lamps,
drives trams and traina, operates machinery,
tolephones, telegraphs, cte., and is fast be-
eoming the most important source of “'power™
in the world, It haa very much the samo

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Life Story of Meccano

A deparbmenl of very great inlerest in
our factory is our Packing Department, and
I am able in this issue to include a photo.
graph of a portion of this Department. 'The
floor space of the room is 24,000 aquare [col,
aid 1L 1s one of the finest in our entire factory.
It 15 Lo this room thel the fimished Meceano
parte pre nally transterred to be made up into
bundies of the reguired guantilies, ready lo
go into outlits. Perforated stnips, Angle
Brackets, Rods, Girders, etec. are brought to
the tables, where girls wrap them up in twos,
Lhreos, sixes, tons, ele. for the various sized
outhits. Al other tables nuts and bolts are
counted inte boxes, while at others girls are
busily at work placing tho varions wheols,
pinions, cie. on cards. This work goes on all
the year round, and these particular tables aro

busiest in the summer months preparing the
stock for shipment throughout the sonntry,

and throughout the world, during the autumn
asnd winter months,

In our factory, throughout the yvear we use
1,500 tons of metsl, and as the whele of the
finishod parts come finally into our acking
Department Lo be placed in the outfits, you

= ———- R — — e

will see that these girls handle about 5 tons of
Meceano parts a day throughout the working
year. One sido of this large room is devoled
entirely to tho packing of linished outhits,
soparate tables being devated to regular and
accessory outlits, In the centro of vach lable
are the paris Lo be used, ready bundled anc
cardod, and there are about ten girls al each
table. Tho cmply certons are placed at one
end of the table and are passed along to the
girls, whorapidly fill them and transfer them
to the other end of the table, where the
Manual of Instructions is placed in each one,
along with other literature.

You will have noticed that in each of pur
outhts a little slip is placed bearing several
numbers. “Theso numbers indicate to us Lhe
date ecach outhit was packed and the head wor-
ker who had charge of the table at which it was
made up. In theevent of a shortage or defect

being discovered after the outfit has left our
hands, wo are alwaya able to tracoit right hack

by means af this slip and thus remedy any de-
{ects.

The next and final operation is the wrap-
ping of the outfit in our well-known kraft
wrapping paper, and placing the label at the
ond. This work is rapidly dono by expert
girls at other tablos.

Thero i3 a great amount of organisation
necossary in the ronning of a room of this kind,
in which not only Meceano outfits for British
bovs are packed, bul siso Jor bove m our
Colonies, m France, Spain, Portugal, Den-
mark, Sweden, Italv, liolland, China, ete.,
each requiring sapecial labels, Manuals of In.
struclions, and other literature. Yau can
easily imagine the large number of Manuals
in various languages we need to have on hand
ab all times, and the number of cartons of
various sizes. Wilh proper orgenisation,
however, the whole of this work goes on with
marvellous smoothness, and complaints of
faulty packing, shortages, etc. are very rare

indeed.
