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A Meccano Plamng Machine.

Lhe illustration shows a very interesting madel of an engineering planing machine.

The work to be planed is secured on a table, here shown as a flanged plate, which
18 caused to reciprocate beneath a cufting tool, with an uneven movement, so that
during the entting stroke the work moves slowly, and is returned at a greater speed,
thus economisng time in the ranming of the machine.
after cach ¢nt the tool 13 traversed a shight distanco to one side, 20 that cventually
the wholc surface of the work iz planed. In our model the traversing of the cutting
tonl iz obtained by turning the bush.wheel handle at the near side, which rotates s

threaded rod, engaging a threaded bush
gecured at the back of the cutting tool, Tn
order to bnng the cutling too! down on to
the work, the mechanism shown at the side
1s provided, consisting of a vertical rad at the
lower end of which i3 a buzh.-wheel handle,
the upper end carrying a bevel gear, engaging
another bevel gear on & rod carrying two
pinions, which engage two racks, secured to
the rear of the perforated plate, from which
the cutting tool 13 eamed. Consequently by
rotating the handle, the pinions cause the
racks to nige or fall, and bring the cutting too]
dowa on to the work, or raise it therefrom.

The
artist uses a special kind of ink for this work,
and when he has hinished his :;‘H‘k the whale
of the tographic portion of the print is
hleadlem?hyp a nginl chemieal gmm,
leaving nothing but the artist’s work on the
print.  The binck for making the illustrations
for our Manuals or other literature s then
madle from the final wark of the artist.
